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Çelik Erengezgin was born in 1946. 

His father was one of the first civil engineers of the early republican era. His brother, being a 1957 graduate of Istanbul Technical University, still practices as a civil engineer. Since his very early ages, he has had ample opportunity to make close observations and to obtain experiences of his own relating to construction works and processes. 

In 1964, he had worked for one year for an architectural office in Germany. The following year, he was accepted to the State Fine Arts Academy from where he graduated with a masters degree in 1975. During the 1968 Student Movements, he became the first elected student representative to have a voting right in the Academy Assembly. He stayed on charge for two years to contribute to the objective of improving academic educational standards in terms of enhancing the scientific research facilities. 
He speaks English and German on a moderate level.

For the present, he is practicing architecture and living in a village close to the city of Bursa in a eco-house completely designed by himself.  

He has been thinking and practicing in eco-friendly architectural design and has been a strong advocate of such practice in the architectural professions, educational curriculums and urban planning practices. 

He has been writing and propageting knowledge on these topics for almost 30 years and has published  hundreds of articles and delivered speeches in many conferences.  His main interest has always revolved around the three headings: Energy, Ecology and Wood.  He has had students working with him in that framework to produce projects and plans. For this purpose, he has conducted summer studios since 2000, with the participation of about 10 students from different universities. 

He has initiated an open ended work with fellow-minded researchers for a now more than 2000 pages long “Energy, The Core of Life”   which is published in parts in leading professional journals and magazines. 

He is among the founders of “National Woodwork Association”, which was established in 2000 and successfully operating until today. He has also initiated the foundation of “National Energy and Ecology Union” in 2000 whose main purpose is to “translate” so that everyone can understand, the political, technical, bureaucratic and mediatic jargon of energy problems. 

He has practiced, in line with his fundemantal conviction, “Energy Architecture” and energy self-sufficient construction especially for houses using wood as construction material.  17 architectural projects have been completed,  among which the municipality building of Nilüfer in Bursa is the jewel in the crown. The “Nilüfer Energy and Ecology Park” shall be built on 9000 sq. meters and shall demonstrate some ‘firsts’ as a sun-chimney for hot air and wind energy. The project includes a technopark area where renewable technologies are demonstrated. 

His office is in Ürünlü Village in Bursa which is very close to Uludağ University and right next to his wife’s ceramics workshop.  It is planned that this campus-like office, which includes meeting rooms for training purposes and built on a land of 8900 sq.meters, will be producing its own energy from wind and solar systems within the upcoming year.  It is designed in a way to store the hydrogen produced from the sustainable sources and convert them into electricity and heat in order to meet the required energy. The preparations of this project has been started in the second half of 2006. 

Çelik Erengezgin is the creator and the consultant to the “Solar House Project” of Diyarbakır Metropolitan Municipality which when completed will be the first local government initiative in this field. The house is planned to be a public training and residential unit that produces its own energy. This project has been qualified to be financed by European Union Funds and will commence in January 2007. 
In 2006,  on special request of Prof.Dr Nejat Veziroğlu, he prepared the preliminary design projects for “International Centre For Hydrogen Energy Technologies Campus 
 ( Demirciköy-Karadeniz ) 
Nowadays, he is preparing the design project of Congress and Training Center for the Union of Marmara Region Municipalities. The project extends over 21 hectares land with 30.000 square meters closed area. The wooden one-storey building produces its own energy, stores it by converting into hydrojen, and treats its wastes by the biological method.  
In the beginning of the academic year 2006, Faculty of Architecture of Yıldız Technical University has offered him a position within its academic cadres as an instructor for implementation project studios. At the moment, he is supervising student projects there which are designed particularly for exploring the field of “Energy Architecture” and implementing the very techniques and principles relevant to it. 

Since 1997, he has been writing about “Architecture”, “Education” and “National problems from an occupational point of view”. His 80 articles have been published in over 200 professional journals and newpapers. He has given over 180 speeches on “Energy, Ecology and Wood” in symposiums and conferances of occupational organizations, schools, universities, ministerial offices, and onTV and radios and public meetings.
Regarding his life-time work briefly described above, Euro Solar Turkey has nominated him, under the title “Extraordinary Individual Committment”, as the one and the only candidate of his country for the “Euro Solar Awards 2006”.
